1. Absolutely NO SMOKING in any building.

2. Absolutely NO FISHING in streams throughout the property without special permit as they are trout habitats (details
available upon request). A fishing pond in front of the lodge is available for catch-and-keep trout at $4.00 Ib.

3. Petsare welcome at campsites only. Thereis a charge of $2.00 per pet/per day. Please observe the normal
courtesies: cleanup, keep them on a leash, do not leave unattended. NO PETS are allowed in the buildings.

4. Our rates are based upon impact to the land and its usage. Please let us know if your circumstances are different than the
Base Rate criteriawhich is as follows: 2 adults, up to 3 children, one car and one tent/RV. Extra adult/child - $3.00 per
day; extra vehicles - $2.00 per day; extra tents on each site are $10.00 per night. Day usage only - $2.00 per car.

5. Check-in timeis after 2:00 p.m. unless available earlier. (Please call if you will be later than 6:00 p.m. or
site/cabin may be reassigned). Check out timeis 11:00 a.m. except with special permission.

6. CABIN RENTALS: Guestswill be charged for any items missing from the cabin after check-out. An
inventory list is posted in each cabin. Guests are encouraged to check the list carefully in order to avoid charges for
missing items. NO PETS are allowed in the cabins. One vehicle per single rented unit; two vehiclesfor double.
Extra vehiclesare $2.00 per day. Extralinens/towels available upon request ($1.00 each). Extra adult/child over
capacity $5.00-$15.00 per day.

7. Weare anature preserve and ask that you honor the woodland areas and DO NOT COLLECT FIREWOOD.
Frewood is available for $0.50/piece your choice at the lodge.
